Solution: Personal Rapid Transit

• On-demand 

• Point-to-point
– No intermediate stops

• Offline stations

• Private 3 - 4 person vehicle

• Emission-free
– All electric 

– Solar potential

• ADA-compliant

• Minimal footprint

• 24/7/365 availability 
– No timetables

• Driverless (non-union)

• No Eminent Domain issues

• Far less costly than LRT, HRT 

• Non-competitive with roadway
– Not additive to street congestion

• IP video monitored for safety, security

• Private, unnecessary to share
– Attractive to non-transit dependent, middle class demographic

– Incents nearby private development, especially retail, lodging

Unidirectional Trackway Loops

• Scaleable
• Flexible

• Even relocatable
• Offline stations easily added for NO

Fully computerized for maximum 
resource efficiency, throughput
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PRT for the Ontario Alignment

• Right-of-Way requirements far less demanding and le ss
expensive than LRT, HRT

– Readily built along arterials, freeway shoulders, in-median

• Contemporary designs capable of sustained freeway s peeds
– ONT � Anaheim backbone 35-50 miles, transit in 30-45 minutes
– Maglev or linear induction propulsion, fully electric
– Comparable or better than LRT, HRT throughput

• Non-stop, point-to-point transit, potentially direc t to hotels
– NO WAITING at station, terminals with sufficient vehicles
– Immediate departure 

• Need not be exclusive to ONT � Anaheim route
– Local grid operations in other cities easily share backbone

• Vehicles capable of 1000 lb. payloads
– Capable of standard pallet loads
– Cargo readily runs in off-hours as necessary
– USPS, UPS, FedEx as partners, users?

• Separate vehicles for computerized baggage handling
– Desirable for Disney tours, transit to local hotels, Resort?

• Orange County portion could be funded by Measure M 
– Project S = $1 Billion
– Project V = $226 Million
